COUNTRIES THAT REQUIRE A VISA TO ENTER ECUADOR



1. Register with a personal e-mail address.
2. Complete the form with the required information.
3. Upload the requested documents (valid passport, photograph, etc.).
4. Make the corresponding payment.

For some countries, a key requirement for the visa application is the Police 
Clearance Certificate (PCC), which must be apostilled and translated into 
Spanish. While waiting for the PCC, the visa application process with the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs can be initiated in parallel to save time and ensure 
that all documents are ready once the PCC is completed.

·Check with your local Ecuadorian embassy or consulate for the most up-to- 
date visa requirements, as they may vary from country to country.

·Be prepared to submit additional documentation if requested by Ecuadorian 
authorities.
